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1.0 OVERVIEW

This report describes the Regional Water Authority (RWA) Water Efficiency Program (WEP)
activities during calendar year 2005 that assist participating water suppliers in meeting the
requirements of Best Management Practices (BMP) for Urban Water Conservation included in the
Water Forum Agreement. The primary purpose of this report is to document details for each BMP,
the specific BMP elements, and specific WEP activities responding to those elements. The purpose
of this report is to provide sufficient details on BMP activities to assist water suppliers with BMP
reporting to the Water Forum. A secondary purpose is for ten utility members of California Urban
Water Conservation Council to aid in online report to the BMP database.

Some combinations of WEP activities completely satisty all the elements required by a BMP. Where
other WEP activities satisfy some elements of a BMP, water suppliers are responsible for satisfying
the remaining elements of these BMPs. Created in July 2004, the Water Forum and RWA developed
a table which identifies which WEP activities should satisfy which BMP elements and which BMP
elements (e.g., identify customers that are commercial, or industrial; or identify customers with one
or more acres of irrigated landscape) are the responsibility of water suppliers. A copy of this table is
presented in Appendix A.

2.0 SUMMARY OF WEP BMP ACTIVITIES

Different water suppliers participate in different WEP activities. WEP participation consists of two
categories. Category 1 is the basic subscription program providing region-wide water efficiency
activities such as school education, public outreach and other BMPs utilizing widespread marketing
to the benefit of many water suppliers. Category 2 are specifically designed subscription programs
offering additional water efficiency services, beyond Category 1 services, to separately participating
water suppliers. Participation in Category 1 and / or Category 2 Programs is voluntary. Specific
details sufficient for BMP reporting activities are provided in Section 3.0.

John Davis, Deputy Regional Director.

e On July 12, 2005 the USBR Water Conservation Award was presented by Mike Finnegan, Area
Manager, to the Regional Water Efficiency Manager, Lisa Maddaus.

e Angela Anderson, chair of the RWEPAC and Lisa Maddaus, RWA met with Truckee Donner
Public Utility District (PUD), Scott Terrill on August 9, 2005 to discuss opportunities for their
joining the Water Efficiency Category 1 and/or Category 2 Programs.

e Water Efficiency Program has ongoing support of Sacramento Municipal Utility District
(SMUD) and Pacific Gas and Electric (PG&E) to develop partnership opportunities for a pilot
program in 2006. The pilot program for residential clothes washers' incentives for five
participating water agencies within SMUD’s service area including California American Water,
City of Sacramento, Orange Vale Water Company, San Juan Water District, and Golden State

Water Company, was launched January 1, 2006.

events is provided in Appendix B from our public outreach
consultant, Lucy & Company.

e Public Outreach campaign continues forward with “Be Water Smart” hotline provided by “Your
Answering Service” using the operator answering protocol developed by RWA. Over 1,350 calls
were logged to date following the Sacramento Regional County Sanitation District (SRCSD) bill
insert mailing beginning July 19, 2005 and ending on August 6, 2005. Given calls are still being
received; the Ultra-Low Flush Toilet (ULFT) Program brochure will remain posted on the RWA
website home page. Call logs are being distributed to water conservation coordinators for
follow-up with customers.

e CUWCC offered Sunset publications at discounted rates. RWA is collecting a bulk order on the
“Backyards from the Ground Up” article reprint from their May issue.

e Public Outreach “Be Water Smart” campaign continues forward with a radio campaign to
remind customers to “Water with the Weather” by turning back or off their irrigation systems
for the winter. A total of 97 PSA radio announcements were provided on three stations: 90.9
KXPR, 88.9 KX]JZ and 91.3 KUOP between November 1 through 14, 2005. Additionally, Radio
Disney AM1470 KIID also aired both commercials and public service announcement (PSAs)
with the Disney produced commercial message related to not wasting water by running
sprinklers in the rain.

BMP 8

e RWA again coordinated the logistics for Sacramento Bee Newspaper in Education (NIE)
program that occurred during the second week of May reaching over 700 classrooms with 67
additional teachers signing up for this stand-alone program. The 2005 school outreach
programs can be found in Appendix C.

e South Yuba River Citizens League completed their second year of the three year contract for
school skits for the “Great Water Mystery” http://www.syrcl.org/riverteachers/assemblies.asp.
Schedules of school assemblies being performed in Category 1 member water service areas were
to the public in a press release and also distributed to water conservation coordinators. The City
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of Roseville media department taped the December 5, 2005 assembly that is currently being
edited into a promotional video trailer.

e Shipment of the bulk purchase of water conservation 14,500 stickers from AWWA for public
outreach and school education events were delivered to Golden State Water Company, PCWA,
City of Roseville, the City of Sacramento, California American Water, El Dorado Irrigation
District and Sacramento Suburban Water District.

2.3 Category 2 Activities

The RWA Water Efficiency Program specifically targets BMPs 3, 5, 9, and 16 to assist water
purveyors but does not completely meet all the elements of these BMPs.

BMP 4 “Meter Retrofit”, BMP 11 “Conservation Pricing for Metered Accounts”, BMP 14 “Water
Conservation Coordinator” and “Citizen Involvement Program” have been outside the domain of
RWA as these BMPs are specific to individual purveyors.

Selected elements of Category 1 and seven Category 2 programs are summarized as follows:
BMP 3

Prop 13 Leak Detection and Repair Programs
e Two participating water suppliers: City of Folsom and Placer County Water Agency.

e Rob Swartz and Lisa Maddaus resolved numerous outstanding issues on the Prop 13 grant
implementation project 2002 Leak Detection and Repair.

e Reimbursement checks have been received from the 2002 Leak Detection grant projects.

BMP 5

e SSWD and RWA co-sponsored a Landscape Water Management Course that was hosted at the
City of Roseville, Corporation Yard, on August 30 through September 1 to help staff from water
districts, park districts and others prepare for the Irrigation Association’s Landscape Auditor
Certification exam. (See flyer in Appendix B)

e RWA and water agency staff hosted an exhibit booth to outreach to professional landscapers at
the Pesticide Applicators Professional Association (PAPA) Seminar on December 6, 2005. Don
Smith, City of Folsom was a guest speaker.

Prop 13 Large Landscape Incentives Programs — 2002 and 2003

e Rob Swartz and Lisa Maddaus resolved numerous outstanding issues on the Prop 13 grant
implementation projects: 2002 and 2003 Large Landscape

e Reimbursement checks have been received from the 2002 and 2003 Large Landscape grant

projects.

e The Landscape Committee met on December 1, 2005 to discuss the progress on the 2002 and
2003 Large Landscape Category 2 projects.

e Discussions with DWR and San Juan School District are leading to additional progress on both
Large Landscape grants.

BMP 9

2004-2005 Rinse and Save Program

e The Rinse and Save Program is now complete California Urban Water Conservation Council
(CUWCC) and Honeywell contract obligations fulfilled for San Juan Water District, City of
Sacramento and Elk Grove Water Service. Final invoices have been issued for water districts
whose installations are completed. Over 600 local businesses have benefited from this program

including restaurants, schools, grocery stores, etc.

As summarized in Table 3, Phase II of the Rinse and Save program has been successfully
implemented with an average of 145 percent of anticipated valve installation.

An additional Category 2 agreement has been signed by Sacramento County Water Agency and
CII audits are currently being scheduled in their service area.

Contractor selected for CII audit services from the request for proposal (RFP) process and
phone interviews with the selection panel including RWA, Angela Anderson — City of
Sacramento, John Kingsbury - Placer County Water Agency and Linda Higgins - SSWD.

RWA worked successfully to conduct two workshops with support from SSWD and the City of
Sacramento customers and staff. The first one was hosted with SSWD at Lionsgate Hotel in
McClellan Park on November 8-9, 2005. The second workshop on November 16-17, 2005 was
hosted with the City of Sacramento at the Sacramento Convention Center. Both workshops
were well attended with over 80 attendees, and consisting of in-depth training that included
survey walk-throughs of the host hotel’s facilities.

Toilet Replacement Program

e Bill inserts, as provided by SRCSD, advertising the ULFT rebate program were mailed in July
and August to SRCSD customers. Continued to pursue SRCSD revisions to the memorandum
of understanding (MOU) and Appendix A related to the ULFT rebate program at the direction
of the Incentive Programs Committee.

e In 2005, the Toilet Replacement Program successfully replaced a total of 3,032 toilets
throughout eight of the nine participating water agencies. California American Water was a
recent addition to the program and began marketing their participation in Fall 2005. Table 5
summarizes program effectiveness with total rebates issued by water suppliers and financial
reimbursement provided by SRCSD to the qualified customers.

Overview

The Sacramento Stormwater Management Program (SSMP) and Regional Water
Authority (RWA) hired the South Yuba River Citizens League (SYRCL) to provide the
“Great Water Mystery” educational assembly for 15,000 third through sixth grade
students in Sacramento and Placer Counties.

Between the dates of 10/21/2005 and 12/14/2005, SYRCL presented 81 assemblies to
approximately 15,465 students, with great feedback from teachers and students alike.
Many teachers commented that “The Great Water Mystery” did a great job of inspiring
their students to take care of our water resources and teaching them daily techniques to
conserve water and prevent pollution.



Audience Statistics

These statistics are estimated based on assembly attendance numbers received from
participating schools, and data from the National Center for Education Statistics, CCD
school data 2003—2004 school year. (http://nces.ed.gov/ccd/) More detailed charts are
included on the printouts entitled “RWA Assemblies” and “RWA & SSMP Assemblies.”

Students Reached by RWA Sponsored Assemblies ONLY
SYRCL reached 7,604 students with assemblies sponsored by RWA. The students in
these assemblies were distributed as follows:

Because there was not time to ask the younger
students to leave once the actor realized the error (the students also arrived late for the show),
SYRCL gave a shortened version of the assembly for all 280 students present (1-4™ graders).

As per our agreement, SYRCL distributed approximately half of the RWA portion of the
assemblies in Placer County (52% of the assemblies and 50% of the students) and half in
Sacramento County. Within each county, SYRCL gave precedence to California-
American, Sacramento County Municipal Water District, Sacramento City, and Placer
County Water Agency who all pay “full freight” for the RWA Category 1 program.
Outside these four districts, SYRCL distributed the remaining assemblies fairly evenly.

**PLEASE NOTE that the regional distribution of the SSMP+RWA sponsored
assemblies is very different from the distribution of the RWA sponsored assemblies alone.
This is a result of the fact that SSMP had very different requirements for the distribution
of their portion of the assemblies than did RWA. This also accounts for the portion of the
assemblies which were outside of the boundaries of the participating RWA districts.

Forty-six of the eighty-one performances (57%) were at Title 1 schools. Title 1 schools
help students in one of the following categories meet state academic content and
performance standards: low-achieving students who attend the highest-poverty schools,
limited-English proficient students, American Indian students, migrant students,
neglected, delinquent, or at-risk children and youth, students with disabilities, or young
children who need reading assistance.

SYRCL currently has a waitlist of 33 schools in Sacramento and Placer Counties whose
teachers are interested in hosting “The Great Water Mystery” in the future.

Data on Schools That Were Offered This Opportunity

SYRCL called 135 schools in Sacramento County and 49 schools in Placer County (184
schools total) to offer them this free assembly program. The numbers in the following
chart represent the total number of students at all of these schools in each eligible grade
level.

Please keep in mind that even though SYRCL called each of these 184 schools to offer
them the assembly program, SYRCL was only able to schedule assemblies for the
schools who responded quickly. As mentioned above, at least 33 of these schools would
have scheduled an assembly, but all available slots were full by the time they responded.
